Dr. Thomas W. Nabors received a DDS from the University of Tennessee in 1968 and practiced general dentistry for 
38 years with a special emphasis on Anti-Microbial Periodontal Therapy and the incorporation of Molecular 
Diagnostic methodologies into the periodontal work-up. He retired from active practice in 2006 to co-found the first 
U.S. based medical laboratory for the dental profession: OralDNA Labs, Inc.: now a division of Quest Diagnostics. 
Dr. Nabors serves as Chief Dental Officer at OralDNA Labs. He continues as a member of the ADA, Mississippi & 
Tennessee Dental Associations, Academy of General Dentistry, American Academy of Periodontology,  and Pierre 
Fauchard Honorary Society. He has lectured extensively on the subjects of the early diagnosis of Periodontal 
Diseases, non-surgical Periodontal Therapy and Molecular Diagnostics. Today, his topic includes how Saliva can 
now be used in dentistry and medicine for diagnosis of diseases  and genetic variations. His topic will also include 
how DNA and Saliva are used for the diagnosis / treatment planning  of Periodontal Infections as well as  HPV 
related oral and pharyngeal cancers.
